
Rotary eClub One Projects

International Project Grants
Below are descriptions of the projects the club has agreed to help fund so far this
Rotary year, 2010-2011.

Mongolia: Birthing Centers
The thrust of the project is to provide equipment and instruction to 19 Birthing
Centre Hospitals throughout the country of Mongolia to reduce the neonatal and
new born death rate from the current 68 deaths per 1,000 births.

Guatamala: Dengue Prevention and Community Education Project
This project will educate people to improve sanitation and reduce areas in which
mosquitoes are able to breed. It will also provide insecticide impregnated window
curtains to help keep the dengue carrying mosquitoes out of homes.

Denver, Colorado: BrainWise Teaching Teens Thinking Skills
Teaching Teens Thinking Skills Using On-Line Technology – The program offers a
“blended learning approach” and reinforces traditional classroom teaching with an
online Brain Wise course that assesses the students’ knowledge of thinking skills
and helps them correct their mistakes. It targets young people with a history of
making poor choices.

Kenya: Remba Island WASH (Water, Sanitation, Health) Water Project
Funds will be used to support the planning phase of a comprehensive, sustainable,
long-term solution to a primary water source for Remba Island, a small island in
Lake Victoria, Kenya. Project organizers are working with the Water and Sanitation
Rotary Action Group (WASRAG).

Community Service Grants



Members of Rotary eClub One give at least one hour a week or 13 hours per quarter
personal service to Club, Community, or International Service Projects.
Further, club members may apply for special Community Service Grants to support their
community project. Below is a description of the projects funded so far this Rotary year,
2010-2011.

 Niji Mahkwa School Food Program - Funding for this project went to a
Winnipeg, Canada based program which provides mentorship for high risk youth to
divert them from gangs. The funding will provide healthy after- school snacks.

 Lincoln County Library Foundation - The Lincoln County Library is located in
Wyoming, USA. Funding for this program went to support the Library Foundation’s
endowment. This will allow the library to collect items needed by its patrons.

 Canterbury Meals on Wheels - The Canterbury Meals on Wheels is located in
Canterbury, Australia. Community service funding went to support the delivery of
meals to the elderly.

 Educate! This program helps develop scholars to develop social enterprise systems
in Uganda. The community service grant will support the lifelong learning of the
curriculum of Educate!

 Second Wind Foundation - The Second Wind Foundation helps prevent suicide in
teens. This Colorado, USA program is dedicated to helping youth understand why
teens commit suicide. The Community Service Funding will be used to help
operations.

 Clear Rounds for Clean Water Clear Rounds is a nonprofit corporation based in
the USA dedicated to providing charitable funding for Rotary’s global efforts for clean
safe water initiatives. The community service dollars went to fund website
administration.

 Pender Harbour Reading Society - The Pender Harbour Reading Society is located
in British Columbia, Canada. Community Service Funds will support the purchase
of a computer to make book ordering easier.

 Madison Valley Search and Rescue – This volunteer search and rescue operation
is located in Montana, USA. Community Service funding will allow the
modernization of the equipment in the newly remodeled headquarters that was
updated by volunteer donations.

 Pamoja Community Transformation Organization, Inc - This organization in
Kenya will conduct action days with the community service grant funds to determine
what the community needs to better its health.

 Duplin County Education Foundation This North Carolina, USA school system‘s
foundation will use the combined funds of two members’ grants for a Rotary eClub
One Leadership Scholarship.

 Metro Volunteers - This Colorado, USA based nonprofit volunteer service
develops community citizens to become good board members. The Community
service funds will support program development.

 Co-parenting Kids for Court - This Community Service grant will provide for the
purchase of equipment, games and props for the Festival of the Child in Oklahoma,
USA. These items will then be used by the nonprofit organization’s clients.

 Health Campaign Fund - This project’s funds were used in Nigeria to produce
information, education and communication materials (IEC) for organization of an
Inter-School Quiz competition.

 Interact Start Ups – These funds will help fund Colorado, USA students travel to
an Interact Workshop in California.
